ConsideracBes Finais: O presente
trabalho mostra que ha beneficios aos alunos portadores de deficiéncia intelectual que
pratica a Danca Terapia regularmente na escola de Educac¢éo Especial Sdo Judas.

THE DANCE AND THE INCLUSION IN STUDENTS WITH INTELLECTUAL
DISABILITIES IN SPECIAL EDUCATION SCHOOL ST. JUDE LOCATED IN
SAO PAULO-BRAZIL: A CASE STUDIES
