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HOME CARE. BACHELORS IN SOCIAL SERVICE’S EXPERIENCE IN A NURSING DEGREE

Introduction: Actual needs in patients’ and their families’ care are ever changing which forces to take the care to institutional or extra institutional contexts emphasizing that the latter refer to attention given in the patient’s home and that, in some countries, it is known as integral home attention with very clear  defining objectives and characteristics. Methods: Study, observational, descriptive with qualitative triangulation analysis of the expressed discourse of eight Social Service bachelors in the Home University Nursing Services. Technique: semi structured interview beginning with two detonating questions, participants’ selection intentional, informed consent letter, and privacy and confidentiality protection, based on the Mexican Nurses’ Ethics Code and Helsinki’s declaration. Content’s analysis of the thematic content according to Souza Minayo from which appeared three categories. Results: from the analysis the category “Responsibility” was selected with the sub-categories; Am I a Nursing Professional? know how and necessary knowledge. Conclusions: just about to finish the Social Service the art of Professional Nursing starts to emerge in the bachelors because they are now capable to identify al solve care situations that appear in patients and their families, recognizing their strengths and weaknesses in their cognitive skills, proceedings and attitudes as a product of their academic formation, identifying the tools they possess to solve what is necessary in their knowledge.
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
